MATHS IN GRADES 
FIVE & SIX 

Along with the normal planning and 
program, the grade five and six students 
have been focussing on a particular math 
strategy known as multiplicative thinking.  
Research has shown that the ability to think 
in this way is beneficial to be able to 
complete more complex tasks such as 

algebra in secondary school. 
 
The program is called SCAFFOLDING NUMERACY IN THE 
MIDDLE YEARS, which began as a research project by RMIT 
and test schools, and has been added to the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development online resources. 
 
The students all completed an assessment task during term 
three and as a result have been placed into a variety of 
ZONES.  There are eight zones; from initial explorations with 
concrete materials through to complex 
multiplicative structures.  We are 
lucky enough to have 10 teachers 
involved in the program for one hour 
per week, each taking a group of 
students from a number of different 
grades. 
 
Learning activities are used which 
cater for students abilities at each 
Zone.  They are made progressively 
more difficult so that students can then move from one zone to 
the next.   
 
This has been the first time that the program has been 
implemented at Glen Katherine Primary School and there has 
been a lot of planning and preparation go into the setting up of 
the program with many resources being purchased.  We would 
also like to acknowledge the guidance of our numeracy coach 
Keren Barro for her assistance in the introduction of the 
program. 
 
We are expecting that the program will run for another three 
weeks in the current format.
