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Tomorrow, every child will take home a letter to
parents and a bookiist that outlines School Council
Charges for 2010. School Council certainly
appreciates the level of support received from
families at this time every year and acknowledges
that without the high level of parent support, we
would not be able to provide the level of resourcing
that parents have come to expect.

Regrettably, government funding alone does not
cover the cost of educating each child. Each year,
School Council has to consider the ‘value adding’
component that we strive to achieve at GK. The
level of parent contributions required not only
maintains the current provision of extra resources,
programs and materials, but also is aimed at
continuously improving what we do so that the
learning needs of our students can be further
enriched and more adequately catered for.

There is a separate bookiist for each grade level.
Each booklist has several sections that are
explained in the parent letter. So when the package
comes home tomorrow, please take the time to
read the letter as it will help to clarify what parent
payments cover in each of the sections.

We thank you in anticipation of your continued
support.

Qur forward planning process is now underway and
one way parents can assist is by understanding the
procedures involved. This includes deciding on a
staffing structure, allocation of teachers,
determining the number of grades, the placement
of students into 2010 classes and so on. Overall,
this is a very complex process in which we seek to
accormplish a number of aims including providing a
fair and balanced structure that caters for all
students as well as staff expertise.

The development of a grade structure and
placement of both students and teachers takes into
account the following variables:-
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the academic needs of each child and making
sure that each grade has a reasonable spread
of academic abilities

having a reasonably even mix of boys and girls

having similar class sizes (P-2, in the low 20's
and between 25 - 28 from 3-6)

taking into account both negative and positive
influences of some students on each cother and
ensuring a spread of children with particular
behavioural needs. Children can sometimes be
split for behavioural reasons or for encouraging
greater independence

the social needs of children including current
friendship groups, their ability to make new
fiends and their level of confidence and
independence in the company of others.
Children do have input into selecting a friend to
be with but can't be guaranteed of a successful
outcome depending on some of the other
considerations that also have to be taken into
account

parent requests based on the educational
and/or social needs of their child

If you have a particular request specifically based
on your child's educational or social needs, then
please put this in witing and forwerd to me by
Friday November 6th. All requests will be given due
consideration providing they are based on sound
educational and/or social reasons. Requesting a
teacher however, is not an option.

Please understand that for a range of reasons,
requests may not be successful. If you have putina
request in a previous year, then do not assume that
the request is current. As circumstances can and do
change, we work from a current data base, not one
from the previous year/s. Whilst we will give each
request due consideration, it may not be possible to
meet every request given the range of variables
that need to be taken into consideration. Once all
pieces of information have been taken into account,
the final decision on where a child will be replaced
will rest with the schoal..
